An American Girl Free-wheels Alone from Krakow, and
Its Medieval Byways, Toward Ukraine's

Iy three vears now since | bade foare-

Ry this time the porple finches were
muolting, and though the portraits were in-
teresting to an ornithologist for showing
the progress of feather change, the hirds
were nob wt their best,

After molting, however, some of them
were much  improved, particularly  the
voung males of lnsi vear, They resembled
their brown streaked mothers until July
and  then gradually acquired  pinkish
fenthers, By the kast of August they were
rosy red all over, ssmewhat more intensely
so on the crown and rump,

The change from this pale rose color Lo
the deeper crimson of the old males 15
accomplished without molting by a curious
tvpe of feather wear that for years wos
nat understood, Tt was formerly thought
thut new pigment had to be introduced
it the feathers to brizhten them, but we
now know that in most hirds the aoguis:-
tivm of new fnery consists o wearing off
the whole tip of o feather, which = fre-
quently gray or rusty, thus expasing the
golor  underneath.  The house  sparrow,
for instance, ncquires o trim black cravat
in the spring by this sort of feathér wear,
and snow buntings change from hrown o
white merely by wenring off the rusty
edpes of their white feathers

With the purple finchés, on the other
hand. the fenthers are not edged with gray
and there is no apparent change i their
shape by feather wear. The fact is, the
reil pigment exists only in the shaft of the
feather and the muin lranches or barbe,
nrd this colar s mere or less concealed
by the gray secondary branches of the
barbs, calle] “harbules.”  These wear off
without changing the shape
an] as the redd shaft and barbs become
mire conspicgous the Birds wweem actunlly
to change color, becoming rmuch brighter.

Every purple finch's nest |
had ever found previnusly had been in the
top of an evergreen free; hence, what an

When | discoversd the nest in the top
of a Lady Gay rose arbor the male was
incubating, but, unfortunately jor the color
film, he was still in immature plumage;

dull. He showed his immaturity and lack
of sophistication in other wavs also, be-
cause in spite of all the visits T made to
the parden, 1 never saw the female bird.

The desire for colorful  combinations
often required ingenuity and days of care-
ful watching in order 1o be on hand when
the birds and flowers were both at their
best or Lo drrange a setting appropriate to
the species concerned.

Years ago | saw a bluelird perched on
i pink hollvhock in n neighbor's garden
and, ever since, | carried that picture
in my mind hoping that T could some day
reproduce it with n cameta.

Finalle the opportomity arrived  when
some voung bluebivds were about to leave
their nest box on one of the University
buildings, and the hollyhocks, not 1o far
awhy, were in their prime.  Hoth the hos

This Club started advertising Tucson im 1922. A& far as my
records show, Natlonal Geographic pullsd the greatest returns
of any magazine in its first issue, and has consistently done
8o up to the present date. Our first sdvertisemsnt mis
mmbered 153, and sines then we have established, as you
know, --04 as the Geographir key muber; thisz scason is 12804.
with the exception of 1925, when for some resson or other we
did not use Geographie, your magezins has besn "tope®, not
only in inguiry pull but in quality and geantity of arrivals.

In the year just past I find on looking up our records, that
thip year we received imguiries without = bresk, from every
back issue, with exception of course of 1925, This 1z true
of a1l previous yesrs. In 1934 ws bad 15 Inguirles and one
arrival from advertisement key 153, and 9 inquiries smd 9
arrivals from advertlsement key 204, prioted im 1923, This
sounds to me like an swful jumble of figures, but what I am
trying to say 18 that as I look at our ststistical page of
sccurately-kept records, I find that until the present day
there has never been & single iszue of the Geographic in which
we sdvertized, that has not produced inguiries continucusly
through the years from 1922 te this year, 1938-1939,

though thia Club has maintsined a policy of withholding
actunl returns by the s=gezines used as medid, I perconally
feal that the Hational Geogrsphie stands as a thing apart,
and that pno other representative of 3 magazipe or group of
magazines would resent my giviog you this informatlom.
