England’s cotrse i this war has come
Ilrrmrﬂ the view thait #f war is'to be a
normal condition of oattenal and  infer-
matianal fife, popular government, with a
free press and wnrestrained public opin-
e, 18 not the hest form adapied to act
quickly amd 1o overwhelm an enemy,

Its m]u_r-_ht sl mtage i the oufset
af & war s not only a reason why 1
chould aveid war when it can do so with
honor and without national sacrifice, bt
it 15 also a reason why it should in time
of peace make every reasonable prepara-
tion for natioonl defonse consistent with
individual liberty and the comtrol of the
peogle.

It 15 not troe that popular government
unlits @& people for war, sps ther an-
selish patriotism, or dulls ther willmg-
ricss to ke the sacrifice,  The armies of
France ruised in the wars of the French
Revolution refute any such ndtion.  Chr
aown Civil War shows that participation
i government and the consequent sense
of ownership i it prompt the highect
sptrat of sacrihce l'ur the cotntry.,

Many counsels in a democmey may
confuse ar may prevent the needed con-
centration of power in oane competont
leader or body of leaders to produce wise
and quick action, but the fault is not in
the willingmess or capacity of the cifirens
to make good salliers.  Training in pop-
ular government and traditional love of
civil liberty stir the souls of men to costiy
comflict, even when their material inter-
vsts and their opportunities for evading
iti-:tn:mri.ﬁn:ui tempt them to withhold ther
airl.

attitude and from tliat stamdpoint that |

'i’ hrough the hlindness of George 111,
and agninst the judgment of the more
Fberal stntesmen of hisreign, the Ameri-
can colonies were lost to Eapgland.  That
they had origimally, all of them, a warm
allection for the mother country anil a
pricle i their relations to her 18 clear;
that the course which George 11T and Ins
ministers took m dealing with them was
M-advised and unjust and altogether Lick-
g prodence and taer, the modern
Fnglish historians are now the first to
actmit ; that the grievances of which the
colonics complained were perhaps ol as
acute and oppressive as we have been
tanght in onr school historics to believe
nay be true: _

[t suffices to sy that, however weighty
or Otherwise those grievances were, they
were b least enongh to instil in the minds
of a people whn had enjoved practice in
self-govérnment, theaugh neglict of the
mnther country for 100 years, a vision of
independence and adessre for it that, once
developed. precluded the possibility of a
resumption of British control,  The le-
sor which the war of the American Revo-
lation taueht to Great Britam has heen
worth all ot vost her,

GLD CRIEVANCES ARE NOT FORCOTTEN

The spirit of revenge in which we dealt
with the Tores whi were loval to Eng-
land in our strugele, aml the copfiscation
amel the suffering to whiclh we subjected
them, drove a hodyv of people o Nova
Scotinaml into Upper Canada numbering
qoo00,  England sought by the appro-

printion of 3,000,000 powds to salve the
wormids of these United Empire loyalists.

Their feeling of comity toward the United
States, hamded down by tradition, his had
a real efféct 16 prevent the union of Can-
ada with this country: Thewrattitude was
confirmed in the War of 1812

[Tnder the Constitution of (791, which
divided Canada into two provinces, Upper
and Lower, ench had a legislatire with i
council which the legislnture did not con-
trol, under o Britsh governor. This
swatem Insted for 30 vears, but it proved
unsatisfactory, A Y family compaet™ of
ultri Tories in the counel roded Upper
Canads anid defied and ballied the legis-

Tature.

In Lower Canada, where the French
Hved, Englond hod, by the Cuchee Act of
1774, sutished their race and religious
sentiment by assuring to them a continu-
ance of thetr avil law and customs and
the maintenance of the quasi-political
status of thetr chyreh, This prevented the
Frinch from joining the American Revo-
hation and retained Canada for England.

A BRITLLIANT STATESMAN

The primise has been faithiully kept.
Sull the constitathomal st did not work
well with the French any more than with
the FEnglish. So it was that in 1837 the
Frenchman Papinean in Lower Caradi
andd the Seotchman Mackenzie m Uppwir
Cannda soupht w overthrow their re-
spective povernments hy forve.  These
rebellions were ensily overcome, but there
remained for the home government the
burdensame task of solving what seemerd
an isoluble problem of restorig peace
and order among a dissatished péaple,
hali English and half French.

Lori] Mellourme anmd his associates pre-
vadled om the Eiurl of Durham to ander-
take the task. The selection was fortu-
mite for Cianady and Tortunate for Grent
Britain, althoweh the immediate resalt of
his short incumbency was apparentiy a
humilizting failure.  Lord Durbam was
atie of the great statesmen and the grest
ritelical refarmer af his day.

He entered Parlinment at 21, and long
befare they really hecame the burning
issties he wis advociting Catholic eman-
¢ipation, a réform bf representation in
Parbiament, extension of the franchise,
anid 0 repeal of the corn tax.
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He was the sonin-law of the great
Earl Grey and was the real draftsman of
the great reform Jawe of 1832, He was
hot-lempered,  vain, mmpakent of corit-
cism, and entirely unrestraned m the
expression of his real opinions and n
that diplomacy witich would have given
him far greater milbence in the politcs
of his day, e was regarded by the
penple of England a5 thelr friend and
representative, when the people were nat
as %um-rri'ul as they are now. He was
exclpded from mifnistries becouse ib was
thought that no ministry could get along
with him, however much their policies
agreed in gencral ombine with his.

When Lord Melbourne and Lord John
Rus=sell azked the Earl of Durbam ta go
to Contda be wns most reloctant (o do
so; but the ministry, Lord Melhourne,
and others pledged themselves to back
him m'every why and gave him almost
mnlimited power to deal with the situi-
tion.  When he renched there, he found
it inpossible to comvict ll1_:- rebels among

apinean’s followers before a French
jury, aml finally they were mduced to
admit their guilt,  He pardoved all bt
apinean and a dozen others, agamst
whom e entered a dectes of exile to the
Bermudas, with -a penalty of death af
they returned.

This disposition of the cises was: well
received in Canada and was approved in
private letters nf  Melbourne and  the
otier mmmnisters.  Lord Brouwgham, how-
ever, who was then in the llouse of
Lords and the bitter enemy of Durham,
contended that this was comtrary to the
Biritish constitution and wholly beyond
[icham's authority,  11e was supported
by Lord Ellenborongh. The ministry
norminionsly  deserted  Tharham, nepa-
diated his action, and  acguiesced o
Broughom's demands, Tharham at once
resigned and retorned o England after
five months® service, The government
studionsly refused to give lnm the ordi-
fary courtesies that p returning governor

neral was in the habit of receiving,
ﬁiﬁ fipure was a pathetie one,  He was
but 48 vezsirs of age, with an ability see.
ordd to none in England; but s life
seetiied o complete failure and within two
veurs he died—a broken-hearted man.

A REMARKEANLE STATE PAPER

During s five months, however, he
had seen clearly tnto the difficulties of
Canadinn povermment, and left d report
which has been pronounced by high au-
thority to be ope of the greatest state
papers in British history, and  which
really has Deen the basis of the highly
successful policy pursoed by Great Brit-
ain smee in dealing with those peoples
who have remained & pirt of her 2n-called
empire, but who have mherited, becanse
of their Anglo-Saxon orviging, their love of
r-mp:u[ur government and of individual
therty, |

He recommenided that the Upper and
Lower Chnadis be poverned by o single
Parbament and with local sri?_—gm':'rn*
ment for each province, and he fore-
shadowed the amon of all of the Britsh
provinces in North America, He urped
the adoption of responsible  govern-
ment—ihat 5, the executive conttol by
the leaders of the majority in the legis-
Jature. lle sabl: “The Crown must sul.
mit to mecessiry conseqguences of e
resentative. mstrtutions, and AF 12 has to
cirry on the overmment m umaon 'with a
represeniafive body; it must consent o
carry it on by means of thase in whom
that representative body has conbdence.”

He sl : “The consutution of the gov-
ernment, the regulation of foreign rela-
tions and of trade with the mother cion-
try and the other British colomes and
fouresan nations, and the disposal of the
public lands are the only points on which
the mother country reguaires control.”

Local municipal government, in Dur-
ham's view, bore an imporfant relation-
ship to general government, e hid
noted the absence of adequate municipal
mstitutions 10 Lower: Canada. He:snud
“A general legislature which manages the
private business of every pansh, in-addi
twon, to the common business of the coun-
try, wields a power which no single body,
hawever popularin its constitution, ough
1o have—a power which must be destrye-
tive of any constintional halince.”

The framers of the Cunstitution of
Canodn  thoprht 1T an  mprovement o
the Contstitution of the Unned Stites, in
that the defects which the latter was sup-
poFed (o have shown i the Civil War
were corrected,  Sie Joln MeDonnld in

hi openityr fematks at the (Hiebee LCons
ference sawl of the sitoation when our
Comnstitution was framed :

“Thore were I3 inclivadl o] :=|l'..":.'J'l.'i:.3|'|'
ties, qite distinet the one from the other,
The errar at the formatton of these ¢on-
stitntinns wias that each State reserved to
iteelf all sovereipn rights save small por-
tions delesated,  We must reverse the de-
cisiom by strengthening the general gon-
ermment and comferring on the provineial
bodies onlv =uwch powers as may be re-
quired for Incal purposes.™

I think it 15 the general opmminn now
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that this view of the Constitution of the
Unites] States was a mistaken one. The
wdopuon ot the azth, 4th, and  15th
amendments. strengthened somewhat the
restraint upon Stote legislatures enforoe-
ahle in the Supreme Court of the United
States, but generally the division of power
Letween the States and the general gov-
ernment remainerd the same.

And vet, a3 our Congress has exercizeil
powers which she alwayvs had, but which
she had not before exercised, the strength
of the central government is seen to be
quite oll that it ought to be. There is
danger that a great widening of the feld
of Federal activity and a substantial dim-
mution of State nghts would o the end
threaten the integrity of our Unfon -
stead of promeoting it

However, the Curcbec Conference, fear-
ng secession, ook the other view, fol-
lowed MaeDonald's recomumendation, and
agreed that in the division of powers be-
tween the Domimion government and the
provincial  governments  the  restduam
should be in the Domimon government,
and not be reserved either o the prov-
inces or to the people, as with us.

The Domiinion Parliament 15 made up
of a Senute composed of Senators ap-
pointed by the governmem: for life and
of & populne Honse of Commons.

Another very great Jifferaice betwden
our Constitution amd that of Canadi 18
that, while the puarantics of civitl liberty
in our own Constitution are all express,
as msisted on by i]nﬁrﬁ-r:r*i-:m and Madison,
thowgh not thought necessary by Hamil-
to, they find such sancion as they have
in the wnwritten British  Constiiution,
atl areleft not to the courts, but 1o the
protection of an exdcutive veto of pro-
vincial or  doommion  legslution. his
really gives an apportunity for  muach
more radical legislation i Canada with
reference to vestidd rights dhan we have
i this eotntry.  This mhav not he so.im-
portant pow as 1t will be later, when a
revulsion  agninst the danger of eor-
porate political control amd a plutoeracy,
which is likely to threaten Canada in the
future, shall wive rise to not only needed
regulivtion aml restriction, but also to
such excessive and indiscriminate attack
apan capital investment such a3 we have
seen in some parts of 1This country,

[t 1= a motewarthy significance that
when the Australian Commonweilth was
formed by the union of the various Aus-
tralian States or provinces, about 1000,
the Constitutional Convention followed
mare clesely i the division of powers be-
tween the government of the Common-
wedilth and its associated and constituent
States the principle of our Federal Con-
stitution.

In other ways that Commuonwealth fol-
Inwedl odr [undamental Liw more closely
than Canada. Its Senate is. made up by
the equal representation of all the con-
stituent  Stutes, and in the reéserving to
the States and to the people the residuum
of power; so thit the grants of power to
thie Federal governmmnt in Australin are
to be constrped as they are constried o
our Canstitution.

The framewock of the fundumental
law 6f Australia is bised more on pepm-
lar control than is that of Canmla, and it
ts more mdependent of the mother coun-
try, mothut the constroction of its Consti-
tatton i the matter of the distribution of
powers hetween the States-and the Com-
monweslth is left o the Supreme Court
of the Commanwenlth, without a right of
appeal to the Brntsh Prvy Counci] ex-
cept upon  allowance of the Supreme
Cotrt, whale mn Chmsodi 0 oghit of appeal
in such cases is nhsolute.

SHME DIFFERENCES IN THE (HMWTHNUMENT
OF CANAIIA AXD ATUSTHRALIA

A reason for the difference In the
constitntions of Aunstrnlin and  Chanpda
15 doubtless found in the fact that the
Canadian Constitution was adopted dur-
ing the Civil War, when our Constite-
vion seemed to have failed wm secoring
power enough to the centml govern-
ment; and the Austrilian Constitobion
was adopted at the beginning of the 2oth
centitry, when  our  Constitation  lhad
shown itself able to weathor the storms of
seeession and to authorize & central
government  continually increasing  in
strength with the growth and settlement
of the country,

WMOUNT ASSINIBRQINE, THE AMERIUCAN MATTERHORN

Hemarkable as one of the most beaotiiul of the Canagumn peaks, Moont Assimiboine, iirst ascended in
1001 by James Outram, towers 11 860 feet into the clouds near the boundary between British Columbia
and Alberta, about twenty imiles south of Banff.

Avstralia it 12 by election for 4 térm, is
cxplained by the more democmatic spirit
in Australin, and ilso becanse of the citi-
renstop of two roces in Canada, while
in Australin the people are homugeneous
and all English,

in ' Canada there wag doubt as 1o who
wottld possess the greater wuini,f power
as the country prew, the Enghsh or the
French,  This situation was thought to
require n conserviative Senate, which
wottld mitigate the power and possible
injustice and projudice of the popular
majority af either rave.

The foct, too, that the constitgent
States in the Avstraban Commonwenlth
hiwl long exercised itﬂ.]l:{ht*nrlmt anid sep-
arate power, amd naturally leaned toward
4 retention of 45 nmech power m the sep-
aArate Stites as wis oonsistent with an
effective Commeonmwealth; reproduced the
situation which existed at the tme of the
Framing of our Constitution.

(i the other hand, m Canada, when
the Dominion was formesd, the dominant
States or provinces of (Mebee and Oni-
tarin had 1 united under a complete
and all-inclogive government by a single
legisiniure since 1845,

I the case of Australia, it should he
noted that the making of the Common-
wenlth was not left omly to delegates, as
m the Cuelee Conference, bot was con-
hrmed by referendum to the people of all
the constituent States—a procedure indi-
cating the greater insistence upon the rule
of the people amony the Aunsteilinns.

THE COXFEDERATION OF SOUTIH AFRICA

Some ten veats after the formation of
the Commonwealth of Austrnlin  the
South African Union was formed, In
creénting this, the conditions calling for
thi: unton were quate different from those
which had existed when the Dominion of
Canada and the Commonwenlth of Aus-
tralin were estiblished.

In South Adfrica the Beitish dumain In-
cluded  Cape Colomy, the Orange Free
State, the Colony of Natal, and the Col-
iy of Transvaal, together with an ox-
tenisive haferland, The bitter and Bloody
conflict m the Transvaal War Tl ont-

wrally feft o conditron which regquired
care in the making of the new govern-
ment and presented difféerent prolilems
from those of Cannda and Australia,

It was necessiry (o strengthien much
the central povernment at the expense
of the federating States.  Indeed, the
bireadth of the powers af the central gov-
croment i South Africa, 6s compared
with: thoase of the Dominion or Common-

wealth, = o great that accuracy in call-

g the South Africon Umion a federn-
tion at all may be questioned,
The central povernment ha< a general

grant of power “to make lpws for the

e, order, and good govermment of the
]L'uiﬂn." No other power is confermeld,
and this is because any subsequent ono-
meration. of powers wonld have only
wenkened the gramt.

The powers of the constituent prine-
inces hardly exceed those that might e
pranted 1o a county counell in England

or to g general mumcpal corporation in

this cotinfry.  There 15 equal representi-
tion of the provinees in the Senate and a
popular district representation i propor-
tien to the electorate for the lower honse.

The powers of the execative are much
enlirged’ because of the presence within
the jurisdiction of u larpe maomber of -
tive races, | he Union government todoy
has under its eotiftrol o000 nbdtives
within the territory of the States making
up the Union, and owside of the States
< DL O TTIIOTRE

In spite, however, of these differenices
i foavor of - the power of the central gov-
ernment, the goverpment s a popatlir
one, and representative directly or -
rectly of the people |

In‘all these associnted British govern-
ments of which T hade licen' spealing—
in Canada, Austmhn, and South’' Afrca—
an independent judiciarsy ke that of the
mother country im!; been provided Ty ap-
pomitmient of the executive and a tenare
for life, In this respect the new State-
makers wisely followed the Hritish and
onr Federnl Constitution.

toned down, the Potala stands out like a
pliantom castle in ghostly splendar from
amongr the shadows of 1ts sarrounding
trees, all aspects are equally lovely,

My readers are referved to 'the pano-
ranmn of Lhasa, palilished as a supple-
ment to this number of the Grodrarme
Macazing,

The Totala is by far the fmest build-
ing anid eclipses nll ethiers in the beauty
of its nppearance.  The present Potala
wos commenced i 1045 by the Grand
Lama Nag-wang lLob-sang-gvi-tsho, on
the same «te as o former  buildmge
erected by Sromgetsan-gam-po, the king
who founded the Jo-knng m the sixth
conttry ; and there s no doubt, | think,
thiit the oity i an-ancient ane and wis
in existence more that 1,200 years agn,
althongh we can find oo records giving
any anthentic historical account.

A DOANTXNATING STRUCTORE

The Potaln dominates evervthing n
Lhnss, The enormous midss of builid-
ings. partly monastery, partly palace. and
partly fortress, is hanlt on a rocky ridge
which stands out in the center of the
valley, commanding the town and domi-
nating the whole situation. s arehitec-
ture 15 mammihcently grand, bold in ouat-
hine and design ; it towers above every-
thine, with its gray white walls and bat-
tresses, it immense fhplings of steps and
terraces dotted with  redirobed  monks
ascendine and descending from religrons
corvmonies 3 #s dull madder-red temple

witlls, with carved and pamted windows,

showing behind black Drown

imt-:'ﬂ hair
hangings, surmounted by its gilded rools
and set in almost park-fike sorroundings
of trées and meadows, with snow-capped
mountains on all sides and the Kyi-chhu,
the River of Delight, mnning clear in
many channels throngh groves of willow
or poplar.

It iz indeed a ftting shrine for the
heart of any religion, and with spuch sur-
roundings it is difficalt to understand
how the present form of  Duddhism
(Lamnism), @5 practiced in Tibet, could
ever have sunk to the depths of degra-
dation it has reachied. It is devoutly to
he hoped that.some reformer may anse
tin cleanse it of 1ts many superstilions
and to reinstate the simple tenets of s
founder,

A DISAPTUENTING INTERIOR

But the interior of the Potala is curi-
ou<ly disappointing, as it consists prim-
cipally of o mass of dark passages aod

colls, @ certain number of halls and
Hight=s 01 steps,

Among the larger halls were several
siriking ones, ¢specially that i which
wis the gilt tomh of Nog-wang-Lob-
sang Giya-tsho ; the dome of this hall ex-
tended npward through severpl stories.
(On the tomb there was a great deal of
metal  omamentation and  the whole
formed a fine plece of work, COn each
stlle of the principal tomb were sunilar
anes of smaller dimensions, those of
Ialal Lammas less gotnble.

i aoether room of fairly large dimen-
sione the walls were lined with shelves
from Hoor to ceiling, ‘each shelf closely
packed to its nitermost extent with im-
apes of Poddhia,  There must have been
thousands of all metals—gold, :silver,
copper, hemss—and mony were of very
heantifnl warkmanship.  [n _ another
chapel there were hunidreds of golden
butter lamps.

It would be quite 1mpogsible to give
even 4 semblanee of a pIIHn G ths con-
glomeration of buildings, and it wonid

take weeks; perhaps months, to visit

every. part of ‘the enormous structure,
m;milr.: af holding thousands of peopie.
The Treasure House was said to be full
of gold and jewels at the thue of oud
stay s but we had no opportusity of n-
specting it, nor did we see the Dala
Luama’s private apariments, in the northe
east eormer of the building, as we were
particularly asked by the Tibetans not 1o
enter this part of the nlding ad of
course thd not do so.

PMPCRING LANISCADNES

Frimm the flat ronds of the Potala the
whole valley led mapped out below—ithe
town to the east, a moss of low, wo-
gorted, substantilly bkt hovses inter-
spersed with temples: the Jo-Khang, the
mast holy shrine an Tibet : the Chagpo-
ri, or school of medicine ; the Turguisse

brdee (Yuatok Samipia ), saealled on ac-

count of its grwn-tluu tileill roof; the
many channels of the River of Delight
(the Kvi-chhu), heévond wlhich lies tie
Arsenal, and to the north the Monastéry
of Rera under the hills, eontaining 5,000
thionks (see page 281). Further on the
[Jtlmng Jl[nﬂrlﬁt-::l"}'. wilh DI 7O STITALES 5
the gilded roafs of the Na-chung-chos
kyong (sce page 28060 and the Lmg-
Ikor, ‘the Sacred Rond (see page 288),
alomg which all devout Buddhists: pros-
teate themselves m the hope that all their
earthly sins may be Torgiven, could be
seunt 11 ploces.

PICTUKESQTE PRIESTS

There dre monks everywhere i or
near Lhasa.  The three Ja TS
teries of Seri, Debung, and Gah-dan
alone contain alout 20,000, amd with all
the other temples and monasteries the
mmiber cannot fall far short of 30,000,
while the lav population of Lhasa only
amounts to about 15,000, of whim §,000
are women, who, strunge to sy, carry on
wactically the whole of the trade done,
}'1'11: remaining Gong males are about
3000 Tihetans and 3000 foreignuers—
Chinese, Nepalese, Kashmens, ete,

The monks are very picturesque m
their <omber red robes, perhaps not guite

s mneh i evidence in the town ftseld, as
there there is more bustle s Life ol
people are more pecupied with tracde than
with the saving of their souls. The
strects are full of laden animals, bring-
mg m the every-day supplies, and ecara-
vans aroiving from Mongolia and east-
ern Tibet.  The people look well and
cheerftil and the town 15 not nearly so
dirty as might be expected.

(M the ather buildings - Lhasa, the
Scehoul of Medicmne, situated on a smaller
hill on the same ridge as the otala,
stands omt prominently, There 5 very
little of interedt connected with 1, and
the inmutes or stidents hardly  koew
even the names of common useful herba,

Uhic of the preftiest spots i all the
vallevs was the Lu-khuang Garden, where
there s a beamtiful pool of water sur-
rounded by lofty trees and willows half
concealing an island in the centor.

The Jegetnl runs that the island s the
abode of o snake, which ninst be pro-

tted] or the waters of the underground

ke which, lie beneath the Jo-Khang will
overflow and submerge Lbasn.  Dotibt-
less the legend is fnunﬁﬁl on the fact thay
water ligs cloye under the ity and no well
necid be sumk more than 6 feet to redch
the water level, When [ visited the gar-
dens the ¢lear, brown waler was ex-
tremely peaceful aml refleeted with added
effect the beautiful coloring of its sur-
roundings,

The quarter of the begyars, scavengers,
and outensts showed in what extraorids-
nary hovels these peuple can and do live.
Many . of the walls of the huts were Tailt
af wvaks' horns set in mud, and 1 need
hardly =say were mokt insanitary.

THE TULQUGISE MRIDOE OF LITIASA

Not far from the Cathedrad s one of
the sights of Lhasa, the Turfznuiﬂ:
Bridge, so called on aceount of the lovely
colormg of the yreen bloe wles of the
roof. Encircling the huildings 5 the
Savred Read, merely to walk along which
dhsolves the mortal from all earthly sins,
and many pilgrims prostrate themselves
far 1ts entire lengh, thius securing ever-
lastimg happiness i their futnee hife.

The most interesting portion of the
Snered Road v where it nears the Kyi-
chhy and runs through some sharp lime-

From the rocks prayer flugs pre sus-
pended on lines rutming o an island in
the river, These prayers are muversal
Tibet, and so long as they are moving
they are fecording prayers for the buneii
of those who put them dp. Al devitees,
men amd women, walk, always turning a
sdl hamd  prayer - wheel,  filled  with
minute prayvers, printed on thm puper:
an larwer prayer-wheels, filled in some
cases with tons of paper prayers, sare sot
revolving by the devout, or arg sometimes
wirked h;..' wWaler-power, Emnﬂur_mw-
are turned by the hot air rising from
hutter Inmps.

THE FAITH OF THE LAMA

Singrle prayers, printed on thin cloth,
are strang verticially on poles or stretched

g toward the Omunipotent for the henefit
of =ame one’s soul.  They are most pic-
mresque  An old Lama 1 once questioned
on the subject tolil me “that i the an
turning the wheel truly believed that by
doing so he was sccummulating ment, o
would certainly ¢oint as a meriorions
actiomn.” .

The three great momasteries round
Lhash, Debung, Sera, and Gah-dan,
known as the Sen-de-gye-sum, exervise
very considerable power,

I was asked to visit two of thise mon-
asteries—Sern aml Debung—hy special
mvitution of the Lamas, a very greud
honor, which I thoroughly appreciated,
anidd | felt highly flattered to find myseli
known to these Tiletan monks as-a re-
sult of my intercourse with their core-
liginnists during the years | had spent in
Stkhim,

Mehung, with its huge Lama popuals-
tion, 15 Dike a small town, with streets,
allevs, and temples.  The streets are stecp
and puved with granite blocks amd the
allevs are narrow and dark, and were
filled with ¢rowds of monks surging up
o see the foreigner. My attendant Al
bot, accompinied by lictors with large,
heawy ‘whips and wnder-Lamas carrying
iram maces with heavily embossed copper

plates armomenting the sules;, haod con-
sdernble diffiealty i Keepimg onler, and
the Lih of the wlnps resommded ms they
Lud wn with no light hand 1o those who
did not oliey orders,

The Head ADbot and Lamas were in
every woy superior to the vast crowd of
lesger monks, many of whom were of a
viery low type and standard generally,
aniel they louked & villainous and trucu-
lent Jot, who, I funey, Feqiire o ritle of
tron 1o keep them in any kind of onder.

I was entertained] st cach of the four
sections of the monnstery with a repust
af tex, dried fnots, sweets; pul murwa
(a2 kind of beer), and 1 was shown sev-
eril of the Lamas® eells; which, thomn
smmnll, were quite clean and tidy, aned lmd
cach a window., The monagtery hns &
Liad repagtntion for lnwlessness and in it
all manner of plots are hiatched and moch
wickedness 0.

"By far the most charming of the mon-
asteries nesr Lhaisa is that of the Chiel
Ohmicle and Magician, the Ne-chung-chos-
Kyvong. It lies in a small valley near
Plebung, with a _IFIH',HJ, supply of water,
and is conseiuent]y surrounded by beag-
tiful groves of trees and lovely gardens
with streams tunning  throngh  them.
Camitg upon it in the midst of a sandy
plnin enlunces the charm of this delight-
ful spot, and the relief # is 1o leave the
glare and dust for fis cool, shady walks.

A TOUCH OF ITALY IN TINEL

The emranee takes one through a
strest with houses on either side, [alian
in coloring and stvle, and then n|||; 1hny
steps to- the principal gate. Fassing
through the gateway, the green luxuri-
nnct of leafy trees is in stokmg contrast

up to the principal doorway. '-E:'iﬁ'rflti
great hangings of black yak's hamr, to
sereen them from the sun, are the mag-
nificently carved doores, brilliantly colored
in carmme and vermilion, ‘

Peace reigns, the courtyard 18 foll of
flowers, and everything i= quiet and or-
derly, conducive to the meditation which
forms so large a part of the Duddhist
relymion.

Entering the great temple itself through
the wonderful doors and passing through
it, the Inneér Sanctuary was reached. In
it was the Gollen Throne of the Chief
Cirzele, and on it lay his Hobes of State,
Sword of Office and Shield, and on all
sides were the joweled paraphernalin re-
quireil for ceremonial processions and
damces, s0 essential 1o Lamaism. It was
evident great care had been bestowed on
them, and they were specimens of lean-
tiful workmanghip and adorned  with
many really fine turqumse.  COne 1n par-
tienlnr, a circular *'Iﬂirmr of Parity™ of
polished silver, 36t in copper gilt feponsse
work, ormumented with tarquootss, was
exceptinnully good.

TIE MADICIAN'S PRIVATE DWELLING

Leaving the temple and courtyard, we
ascended to gther temples, all elaborately
decornted and beautifully kept, and then
went out on the roof inmnmediately below

The common folk believe, too, I ms-
chievous and maligmant gods, some in
the shape of gnomes, some hobgobling,
others with such Tong slender necks amd
gimall mouths they can swallow mothing,
and in their Il.ttf:H'IIIHE writhe to such an
extent their stingples chuce eartheuakes.
Another. belief 18 that rainbows are
formed by imnumerable sprites, or small
folk, sliding down into water, sprites
who live only on smells and twang gui-
tars as they slide; and that drinking the
water will give fever, (thers living on
the tups of hills or passes send down

All these beliefs are more of less the

The apparatie was extremely  crude
and very ngsatisfactory. A child never
wis bord with less apparent promise of
the destiny it has attained. Yoo there
never has heen o diseovery or an inven-
tion that in the short life of forty yrirs
has s revolutionized thay with which it
has had to do (see age 310).

The four ascociates—PBell, Hulibned,
Sanders, and Watson—who were behinil
the telephone, under the leadership of
Mr. Hubhard, statted the bosiness
1877. The first corporations  which
becitglit myiml and organization to prac-
tically amd systematically  exploit the
business were formed in 1878,

To look back on those days, ft seems
as if they had covered apes: vet it was
but three yvears, from 1870, the uatal
vear of the telephone, to 1870, the year
n which the settlement with the 1\ -
ertt Llinsen wis macde, and the first big
hill in the life journey of the telephone
was crosserl. At Teast two of these three
vears were employved in teaching the
telephone itself how to talk mitelligently
antl - satisfactonly; for oot until 1858
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was a practical, commiercial, dependnlle,
wsable mstrament durel:::-tm'l.

Throuph the Gold and Stock
Telegruph Company, the Western Ui
was doing & profitable Jocal priyate-line
btisiness, using printing telegraph msto-
ments,  The first development of  the
telephone was for use i privide lines
replacing the printing instruments. When
the Western ll'ninn realiied this, 1 pro-
teet its business, it entered the telephione
businese i competition with the Hell,
operating Amder various patents which
it claimed were ndependent of the Bell
LIS,

The Bell interests were devoting their
energies todeveloping telephone-exchange
business,  The Y ’n:.f.l-:rn-ll.'nilln. through
its *rrl*_':TI:igv.' amd power, had for 2 little
while 2 secminy adviniage. The fight
was a David and Golath atizir hie
Western Uniot was the largest amd most
powerfal corporation of the time—rela-
tively greater thun anything that exists
sy, '

FEventually a comproniise was [ito-
poserd.  The Western Union helieved the
preat Titure of the telephone 1o be I
private-tine nse ; the Bell helieved it to be
i the exchinge service, wiich is 1n fruet
a system of private lines from the cen-
tral wffice to each snbscriber.

There were muny working an the ml-
tpde telepruph, bur Trom diferent staod-
pomnts and for different parposes—amongz
them Professor Bell,  He had i Waitean
a- trattedd mechnnie, aod m [Takbard and
Samders. believers amd eapiralists.  Bell
was ol an clectricyn, but was trecined in
artiwcnlation and the seience of spesch.
Fhs powers of observation, aml jsrtici-
larly of perception amf dedoetion, were
great.
